Explanations should be based on medical, pharmaceutical and public health considerations.

Quantities of narcotic drugs to be exported should not be included in estimates.  Quantities for re-export in the same year can be imported without estimates under article 31, paragraph 1(b).  However, if it is later envisaged that the quantities intended for re-export in the same year may remain in stock at the end of that year, stock estimates should be immediately furnished to the Board to cover such quantities or any part thereof.
